Dr. Warrcn Kellv began his professional career in July 1943 as a vo-ag
teacher at Masontown High School. During his 12 vears { 1945-1957) he devel-
oped a program that was a model to all vocational agricultural programs. It
included an outstanding all-day secondary program and FFA chapter and a Post
Secondary Adult Farmer Program that
included 25 putstanding area farmers.
During this time, he also served as a
supervising teacher for the College of
Agriculture and many of the students
he supervised have become outstand-
ing teachers all over West Virginia,

Dr. Kelly's influence hecame
mare Statewide when he became a
memhber of the laculty al West Vir-
ginia Universily in 1958 and later de-
partment chairman of Agricultural
Education from 1972-1984, Duc to his
leadership and motivation for vo-ag
teachers, it is estimated that he has
impacled the lives in excess ol
180,000 agriculture students and an
additional 20,000 adults involved in
agriculture education in West Vir-
ginia. Thesc students and adults have
impacted agriculture in West Virginia,

nationally and intcrnationally.

Dr. Kelly has served on 31 boards and commissions, including State and
national committees. He served on the Advisory Council for the first Academic
Secondary High School Center to be developed in West Virginia, with empha-
4is on mathematics and science. He continues to serve in an advisory capacity
in both the local and %tate school systems. The result of this work is that West
Virginia is among the leading states in developing agricultural science and tech-
nology education,

Dr. Kelly has been awarded [ve Stale awards related o leaching and sup-
port to vocational agricullure and FFA.

He has received the Distunguished Service Award from the National Asso-
ciation FFA (1972), Honorary American Farm Depree (1983) and FFA VLI,
Citation ( 1989). He is listed in Mon of Achievement and Leaders in Education.

All of the above awards are presented to persons who have exhibited out-
standing leadership in the area of agricultural education — vo-ag.

For 50 vears of his life, Dr. Warren G. Kelly has been devoted to West
Virginia agriculture. He belicved that the high school student must be a good
family member, active in church and give support to the community,
